This is the first stop for all participants! Participants check in for LandSea, make sure all paperwork is complete, and receive their gear rental/bag check number. Health verification must be completed before students can check in. Students with incomplete health requirements will be directed to the Health Center to complete any necessary requirements before they are permitted to check in.
