Participant Check In
This is the first stop for all participants! Check in for LandSea, make sure all paperwork is complete, and receive your gear rental/bag check number. Health verification must be completed before you can check in. Students with incomplete health requirements will be directed to the Health Center to complete any necessary requirements before they are permitted to check in.
Health Center Open
Health Center staff is available for health information verification as well as general consultation with students and families.
Lunch available to purchase at the Dining Center for Participants and Families
$7.50 per person, cash or credit cards accepted. Participant meals are covered by the College starting with dinner.
LandSea Gear Rental and Bag Check
Once you have completed check in, starting at 1 p.m. proceed to Hicks Lower Atrium (seating area right outside the Mail Center) with all of your gear, and the bag check number you received at check in. You will be called into the Banquet Room by number for gear rental and bag check (participants only). If you arrive after your number has been called you will need to wait until the end. This process is for participants only. Parents and families will have sessions specifically for them in Light Fine Arts. Please be patient as this very important process is time consuming.
Residence Hall Rooms Open (you must complete bag check first!)
Stop by your residence hall to drop off any belongings and/or items that you were instructed to leave behind after LandSea bag check.  Please put belongings on the bed or in the closet, and do not unpack and “settle in” as there may be work that needs to be completed in your absence. Residential Life staff will lock your room door behind you, and you will not be able to get into your room until you return from Land Sea, so take everything you need for the trip with you, and leave everything behind (including cell phones) that you were instructed to leave behind.
